Female Preaching—The 
celebrated Miss Livermore 
delivered her `testimony,’ 
as  she calls it, at 5 o’clock 

yesterday afternoon, in the 
great room of Tammany 

Hall. The room was crowded with a 

very respectable audience of both 
sexes before the hour appointed.  The 

preacher entered punctually at the 
moment; and walked modestly 
through the assembly, attended by a 
female friend, to the seats provided on 

a low platform upon which was placed 
a temporary desk. Her form is light 
and graceful; her complexion rather 
sallow; her eye-brows but slightly 
arched, and extended thickly across 

without the usually interruption be-
tween the eyes; her eyes a light grey; 
with dark hair parted in front & 

combed smoothly back—being cut off 
behind so as slightly to curl in the 

neck.  Her hat was of plain black silk 
after the pattern of the Friends.   A 
plain cap of fine bobbinet lace 
adorned her head and her attire was 

altogether neat and appropriate be-
ing neither plain enough to appear 
angular, nor so gay as to militate 
against her profession.  On the whole 
her appearance was interesting, 

though she is neither young nor 
handsome.  After sitting several 
moments to compose herself, during 

which time she spoke kindly to some 
little misses seated near her, she rose 

with a beautiful bound diamond 
Testament in her hand, and 
commenced her discourse with much 
solemnity, by an exordium, 

preparatory as it proved to her text.  
The Commercial Advertiser states 
that after Miss L. took her text she 
spoke for some fifty minutes, and ob-
serves—it is to be regretted that she 

spoke so often of being divinely in-

spired, or made unnecessary allusion 
to what she termed “steeple houses,” as 

in all other respects her sermon was an 
excellent practical discourse, emi-
nently calculated to do good.  But she 
is evidently laboring under a strong 

delusion, and should be rebuked more 
in sorrow than in anger.  The audience 
was very grave, and listened with the 
utmost attention.  Not a smile was seen, 
and the tears glistened in many an

-   We recently came across some 
pointers from a docent/historic 
house workshop in Edgewater, 
Maryland on the Engaging Places 
blog.  Here are some of the best 
ideas: 

¶ “Conversation is the currency 
of family learning.”  When 
family visitors talk among 
themselves, you’re doing 
something right.  Be sure to 
give the opportunity to have 
conversations 

¶ Answer the rhetorical question, 
“Why would I bother to go to 
your site rather than watch 
TV?” 

¶ Incorporate senses and 
emotion, and start your tour or 
exhibit with an engaging event 

¶ Hold back and let your visitors 
experience the place.  Don’t 
talk constantly; instead give 
visitors some quiet time to 
absorb and reflect. 

¶ -   Move beyond the auditory 
and visual to include more 
senses, such as touch, smell and 
taste.  [Not sure about the taste.  



And, love it when Anne Hagan 
sings.] 

¶ No matter their age, people 
connect with objects in some 
manner by answering questions 
that start with “why, what, how 
or if,” you’ll more effectively 
engage all of your visitors. 

¶ Do more with less.  Avoid too 
much information, define your 
narrative, work within limited 
space, choose small interactives 
rather than wordy ones.  Make 
tough decisions. 

¶ -Know your history from 
different perspectives.  What 
people were involved with the 
story – men, women, children, 
servants, trades people, 
enslaved workers, visitors. 

¶ Encourage `magical thinking.’  
When people encounter an 
object, room or place where 
something significant happened, 
they can get goosebumps, a 
shiver, or feel transported to the 
past.  These encounters can be 
deeply affective and meaningful, 
and they are significant enough 
that academics even have a 
name for them - `numinous 
museum experiences.’   

[Definition of a “numinous 
museum experience:  The essence 
of this encounter, as revealed by a 
phenomenological investigation, is 
comprised of a holistic uniting of 
intellect and affect, with a direct link 
to the tangible and symbolic nature 
of the object, a feeling of being 
transported, and intensely profound 
connections with the past, self, and 
spirit. These experiences are 
interpreted as document-centered 
flow experiences that fall more into 
the category of mystical experience 
than traditional learning experience. 
K.F. Latham. Visitor Studies.  
2013.]

Columbia Square Research:  Brooke Crawford, DH Intern 

My summer research focused on the evolution of Columbia Ward.  I was asked 
to find out as much as I could about who lived in the ward during the Daven-
ports’ time of residence at 324 E. State Street as well as those in the 1950s when 
the house was saved by Historic Savannah Foundation.  My work concentrated 
on home ownership.  There is still much to learn particularly from census re-
cords which will show building occupants including enslaved people, families 
and renters.  For those shy about conducting research, the below may help you 
figure out a path to research your own home or one you love like I love the 
DH. 

I began my research by reviewing Historic Savannah. This HSF publication 
helped me obtain the names of home owners. I took that list and moved to the 
Georgia Historical Society Research Library where I reviewed Savannah 
city directories.   I found that these do not start till the late 1880s so I concen-
trated on the 1950s. In the back of the directories are listings-by-address.  I was 
able to find who lived in the homes in Columbia Ward from 1950-1960.  

Next I looked to the vertical files at GHS for further information about the 
addresses I was researching. I was able to find files on four of them - 321 East 
York Street/Abraham Sheftall House, 402 East State Street/Francis Stone 
House, 418 E. State Street/Bonticou House and 136 Habersham Street/
Frederick Ball House.  I then searched through the vertical files for Columbia 
Ward. Georgia Historical Society holds a resource of Sanborn maps, and I was 
able to go online to collect detailed images of Columbia Square from 1898 and 
1916.  

With the information I gathered, I moved to the Savannah Courthouse. The 
courthouse holds the deeds for all the lots in Columbia Square.  My search 
started at the beginning, the Shrek files. The Shrek files held the deeds for all 
the lots in Columbia Ward since their first sale. I was able to access all the re-
cords of the 1800’s deeds from the Shrek files for Columbia Ward. 

The DH now has copies of the research I conducted this summer.

¶ Sanborn Maps is an American publisher of historical and current maps of U.S. cities and 
towns that were initially created to estimate fire insurance liabilities. The company's maps 
are frequently used for preservation and restoration efforts. [1867 to 2007]  . . . The vol-
umes contain an enormous amount of information. They are organized as follows: a deco-
rative title page, an index of streets and addresses, a ‘specials’ index with the names of 
churches, schools, businesses etc., and a master index indicating the entirety of the mapped 
area and the sheet numbers for each large-scale map (usually depicting four to six blocks) 
and general information such as population, economy and prevailing wind direction. The 
maps include outlines of each building and outbuilding, the location of windows and doors, 
street names, street and sidewalk widths, property boundaries, fire walls, natural features 
(rivers, canals, etc.), railroad corridors, building use (sometimes even particular room uses), 
house and block number, as well as the composition of building materials including the 
framing, flooring, and roofing materials, the strength of the local fire department, indica-
tions of sprinkler systems, locations of fire hydrants, location of water and gas mains and 
even the names of most public buildings, churches and companies. (Wikipedia)

1/2 of lot 3 and lot 4 from 1873 
until ca. 1908.  Vincentõs map of 
1853 and Sanborn’s map of 1888 
show a wooden building almost in 
the center of this piece of prop-
erty.  Sanborn’s map of 1898 
shows a a brick building on the 
east 1/2 of a lot 4.  As this is the 
first time we find a brick building 
on the lot, it is not necessary to 
consult the tax digest before 1888.
